FIAT CHRYSLER AUTOMOBILES’ CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER, RICHARD PALMER, NAMED 2019’S MOST INFLUENTIAL UK EXECUTIVE IN AUTOMOTIVE INDUSTRY
The British-born chief financial officer for Fiat Chrysler Automobiles, Richard Palmer, has been named as 2019's most influential UK executive in the global automotive business.
